	Feast of Unleavened Bread
	One week following Passover
	TO commemorate the quick exodus from Egypt.  Yeast is also symbolic for sin.  Nothing with yeast is used during this Feast
	Unleavened bread is symbolic of a pure Christ and a true Church, free of sin
	Jesus body put in the ground

	Day of First Fruits
	3 days after Passover
	To dedicate and consecrate the first fruits of the Barley Harvest
	A type of bodily resurrection of Christ. 
	Easter, Day of Resurrection

	Feast of Weeks
	50 days after the First Fruits. (day after the 7th Sabbath)
	Shows joy and thankfulness of God’s harvest.  Also the day the 10 commandments may have been given
	2 loaves of bread on the day of Pentecost will represent Jew and Gentile.  This is the day the Holy Spirit will be poured out upon the church
	Pentecost

	Feast of Trumpets
	1st day of the 7th month (Tishri)
	To begin the 7th (Sabbatical Month)
	The blowing of the trumpet ushering in the return of the Lord
	Judgment day

	Day of Atonement
	10th day of the 7th month
	To make and annual atonement for all sins of all the people
	The ultimate fulfillment of the Crucifixion
	Jesus’ death on the Cross

	Feast of Tabernacle
Feasts of booths
	The 15th to the 21st day of Tishri (Sept/Oct)
	To commemorate God’s deliverance and protection during the wilderness or desert wandering
	Foreshadows the peace and prosperity during the 1000 years millennium reign
