Isaiah Principles
Isaiah 1:

· Religious people may be deceived, thinking they know God and don’t (No Salvation).

· Sin is turning against God and not obeying Him.

· God’s discipline should lead a person to repent and obey Him.

· Religious ritual without righteous living does not gain God’s Favor.

· God does NOT listen to the prayers of people who constantly do wrong.

· God’s way of life leads to believers to help those who cannot help themselves.

· Religious tradition does NOT win a person to favor with God.

· God has a plan to restore and save a remnant of His people.

Isaiah 2-4:

· World Peace depends in God’s Actions and on our obedience to His law.

· War is not God’s plan for His people.

· Superstitions, divinations, and astrology do not reveal God’s will or help us face the future.

· Products of human hands are NOT worthy of worship.

· Only God is worthy of our trust and worship.

· God has a day of final judgment in store for the world.

· God protects the righteous at judgment.

· Woman as well as men will be judged for their sins of materialism and pride.

Isaiah 5: 

· God disciplines His people

· God expects Justice (equality) and righteousness from His people.

· Ignoring God and giving Him lack of respect leads to disaster.

· Sin leads to spiritual blindness that cannot distinguish between good and evil.

· God punishes Pride.

· God rules over all political and military power.

Isaiah 6-8:

· God is Holy, and nothing sinful can enter His presence.

· God calls people to be a part of His mission.

· Most people will not listen and cannot Discern God’s voice.

· God’s people have no reason to fear political powers but to fear the Lord.

· God uses pagan (non-believers) to discipline His people.

· God gives His people Signs of His Presence with Him.

· God preserves His Word.

Isaiah 9-11:

· God has a plan to establish His Kingdom with Peace and Justice.

· God expresses His anger against pride and arrogance.

· God disciples His people SO they will seek Him and Turn to Him.

· God can use people for His purpose even if they are unaware of it.
· God brings Salvation through a Holy Remnant

Isaiah 12:

· Thanksgiving is the central part of life with God.

· God is the source of all deliverance and salvation.

· God can be trusted.

· God’s people witness to the world of God’s saving acts in History.

· Singing Praise to God is a major aspect of worshiping and living with Him.
